POLICE DEPARTMENT

Over the past couple of years, the Bonduel Police Department has taken complaints in reference to fraudulent activity via the Internet or telephone.  These types of complaints have become so common; it has been added to our monthly report.  While most of the complaints are referred to an agency of federal jurisdiction, some remain a local problem.  The Holiday Season usually generates the most complaints due to the spending people do and it brings people out shopping.  Some items that are hard to find will breed the greed.  If at anytime you are suspicious of a particular activity, please contact the local authorities.  We need your help to stop the criminals/predators from victimizing good people. 

The police are also in need of our villager’s help to stop the influx of transient merchants that come to our area.  These people are usually door-to-door sales people looking for a quick buck selling miscellaneous items.  This is a problem due to the underlying aspect that these people usually seek such employment because their backgrounds deny them opportunities in other areas, not to mention they are just plain selling illegally.  Some of the characters we encounter have lengthy criminal records and recently one was a registered sex offender selling toys out of a box.  That incident could have gone south very quick if that person was not reported and he had found his target.  If you are approached by a solicitor/salesperson, ask to see their Bonduel Permit.  Most will have the state permit but our ordinance requires a village permit.  If they have the permit, you can be assured that person has had a background investigation completed.  If they do not, refer them to the Village Hall to obtain that permit, then call the police so we can follow up and make sure they are no longer selling.  A good number of sales solicitors are decent people but we need to take every action possible to stop the bad ones and keep everyone safe.

The police department is starting a new program called the SCIPS (skips) program meaning Small Community Involved Problem Solving.  If you have ever wondered why the police do things a certain way and you wish you had a voice in the decision on how something is done, this program may be for you.  We are looking for people from the Village to meet once a quarter and discuss with the chief some issues in the village and come up with solutions that are tailored to Bonduel, not some pre-canned exercise everyone else is doing.  In the future if we are asked why we do things a certain way, we can say, “Because that is the way the people want it.”  The quorum will ideally consist of business owners, tavern owners, educators, people with religious backgrounds and those who are from the Village and some who have just moved here.  We need a good mix with different opinions to make it work.  If you are interested in participating, please call Chief Mike Ruelle and let him know.  A meeting date will be set in early 2007.  We will start the new year with a new approach.

This winter please be safe driving.  Road conditions can change with little to no notice.  Warm temperatures can melt snow/ice then it can refreeze in a matter of seconds creating hazardous conditions.  Prior to traveling, make sure your cell phone battery is fully charged incase of an emergency you can call for assistance.  

The winter parking ordinance is in effect from November 15 to April 15.  There will be no parking on Village streets, alleys and parking lots from 2:00 am to 6:00 am.  The ordinance will be enforced regardless of the weather conditions even if there is no snow on the ground.  If you must leave a vehicle on the street, call: 758-2266 and notify us or the Shawano County Sheriff’s Office.  The above number will reach either office.  Vehicles not called in will be ticketed and/or towed at owner’s expense.  

The Bonduel Police Department’s Auxiliary Officer Unit still has one or two openings.  If you are interested in joining, please contact us immediately.  Prior positions filled quickly.

With the new website the Village now has, there is a link to the police department.  In the near future, we will have an email address you can reach us.  Whether you would have a question or would like to report crime, feel free to communicate with us and let us know how things are going.  Watch for it soon.
