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FROM THE VILLAGE PRESIDENT

Spring fever has arrived in the Village of Bonduel!  With the unusual warm winter we had, many of us thought spring was coming many months ago.  

In opening my comments for the spring Communicator, I would like to offer a friendly reminder to residents as more of you start doing more outdoor activities such as walking and allowing their dogs outside more often.  Please respect other property owners by not walking on their property without permission and/or making excessive noise with radios or outdoor activities.  Also, please keep your dog(s) contained on your property so residents walking by are not chased or bothered.  Dog owners walking their pet are reminded to clean up their dog’s dirt during their walks.  I mention these issues because they have come up numerous times in talking to residents one-on-one and at the various listening sessions.  The police department does have discretion to issue citations involving these issues if called.

Currently, the Village has several opportunities to become involved in directing the future of our community.  Starting with the Spring Election in April, there are two open positions on the Village Board and we are looking for candidates.  The positions will be filled by either two write-in candidates receiving the most votes in the election 

and accepting the position on the Village Board or the Village Board appointing to fill the position (s).  Another opportunity available is to be appointed to various boards and/or commissions that the Village has available.  Also, I will be selecting residents to serve on an ad-hoc committee in the coming months to initiate a comprehensive review and vision for our public facilities in the community.  Some if the facilities would include parks, village hall, and the library to name a few.  The committee will also be asked to look at the potential for new community center and veteran’s memorial in the community.  If anyone has a desire to serve and / or wants information on any of the above opportunities, please feel free to contact me at 758-6646.

I would like to update the community since my last article in the Communicator on the collaborative efforts with the Bonduel School District and St. Paul’s Lutheran School.  The entities have met and identified numerous areas to explore.  They decided to focus on the summer recreation program as an initial area.  All three entities have appointed three individuals to a committee being lead by Geoff Dowden from the Bonduel School District to formulate a collaborative summer recreation program.  Currently, the committee is in the process of hiring 

a summer recreational coordinator.  After the hiring, the committee will continue to oversee the summer recreational program with the future intent to expand and grow the program to better serve the community.  We should thank Geoff and the rest of the committee for taking time out of their busy schedules to serve.

Economic and residential development within the Village of Bonduel has had some changes since my last article.  We have had several new businesses come to Bonduel along with many businesses change ownership and / or location.  Normally, I mention all of the changes but do to the large number I will forgo that and highlight a few that residents continually inquire about.  

Sometime in April, the old grocery store building will open into a new Dollar General store.  Please do not let the name deceive you.  Dollar General has stores in Clintonville and Green Bay on Military Avenue as well as the east side.  They traditionally offer about 40 % of grocery items in their stores.  We are in the process of contacting them to gather information about the items they will offer for grocery and then deciding whether to continue the process of attracting a full scale grocery store.

[image: image3.wmf]Several street projects will take place this summer and fall.  Grant Street will be completed for the residents and new Swedberg/Wendt Funeral Home on the street to elevate the standing water issues as well as improve the appearance of the street.  North Cecil Street will be reworked after Labor Day to complete the project that was started on South Cecil Street by the State.  Discussions have also begun on reconstruction of State and Washington Streets in 2007.  There has been an informational meeting to gather input from residents and that information will now be taken to the Public Works Committee to start the process of designing the street.

The water line down South Cecil Street will be completed and looped into the line by Express Way.  Also, water and sewer utilities will be extended into the southwest corner of the Highway 29 interchange and under Highway 47 to be prepared for any future development that may begin in that area.  The Village is also working on providing approvals for a new subdivision to start along Cedar Street.  Currently, the Plan Commission is reviewing the preliminary plat with the tentative timeline to provide final approvals during the spring.

To conclude, I would offer the community another opportunity to provide comments and / or ask questions to local and state officials.  A listening session is scheduled for Monday, April 24th from 4 PM to 7 PM at the Old Bonduel Mill on East Green Bay Street across from Antler’s Supper Club.  More details will be provided as we get closer to the date.

Have an enjoyable spring and feel free to contact me directly with any questions and / or comments regarding concerns in the Village.

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All dogs must have a rabies vaccination and dog license per Chapter 174.05 of the Wisconsin State Statutes.  “A Certificate of Rabies Vaccination” must be presented on all dogs five months and up before a license will be issued.  All Dogs must be licensed by April 3.

Dog License Fees

$5.00 – neutered/spayed dogs

$10.00 – non-neutered/non-spayed dogs

$5.00 – late fee for payment after April 3

Licenses are available at Village Hall during regular office hours.  Licenses are also available by mail with a stamped, self-addressed envelope, check and a copy of the rabies vaccination.
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Bonduel EMS had a total of 126 calls in 2005  with 83 of those being in the village. So far in 2006, we have gone on 21 calls with 15 of those in the village. 

We are in the process of updating our skills, which could be in place in the near future. These include use of the epi-pen for allergic reactions, Non- visual airways for non-breathing patients and use of long boarding and cervical collars. These skills are not in place yet but we hope they will in the near future.

The police department felt that this would be a good time to spring the new look of the patrol vehicle to signify change.  In the near future, you will notice the Bonduel Police Department’s new squad car has a different look than our vehicles in the past.  The new squad car will have the traditional black and white paint scheme with new lettering.  The new look is designed to give a more visible and noticeable appearance.  The squad car will be equipped with state of the art computer equipment and printer, mounted digital video camera, and digital capable communications radio.  Most of the new equipment was purchased with grant money awarded from the Department of justice.  Feel free to stop by and take a closer look.

The police department has been taking an increased amount of complaints relating to telephone and Internet scams.  If you think you may be a victim or maybe have information relating, please call us for more information.  We ask that you be very cautious when dealing with individuals over the telephone or the Internet.  NEVER give personal information to anyone.  We are trained to assist you when you have question or concerns.  Please take let us know when we can help assist you with these issues.

The Village has had a Neighborhood Watch program in place for a number of years now but it has been put on the back burner due to turnover in residence and personnel, and lack of finding a leader to take the program to the next level.  The police department is attempting to get the program running again, and then turning it over to the community 

where it belongs.  The program is designed for the community to be split into four quadrants with one representative per quadrant.  One rep would be the program coordinator leaving the need for three additional people.  The reps would then organize various “get togethers” (or block parties) with the residence so each other would be familiar with their neighbor.  This allows for fast recognition of those who do not belong.  If you would like to help with this self-rewarding and fun organization, please contact the police chief for more details.

The police department has partnered with Knox Box, Inc.  Knox Box is a provider of exterior mounted security boxes to house keys to businesses, residence and apartments.  Emergency response vehicles have a key to the box that provides the key to the structure so entry can be gained without causing damage to the doorway.  The Knox Box is particularly good for secured buildings such as apartments and the residence to those with health problems.  If you are interested in purchasing a box, contact us for more information, applications and pricing.

The Bonduel Police Department would like to take this time to thank Gregg Owen for his participation in the police department’s Auxiliary Officer Unit.  Gregg is the Captain in charge of the unit and was appointed to assist in getting the program started.  To this point, Gregg has established himself as a leader and an asset to the community. Come to the Library and find out why soup will never be the same again. What we are talking about is INFOSOUP (formerly NEWCAT); the name of our new automated system. You can access Infosoup at www.infosoup.org  on your Internet or you can access infosoup at the library. 

What does Infosoup do? You can search all items in our 51-Library system and request these items by placing a hold on them. They will then be sent here for you to pick-up. 

There are several ways to search; you can search the entire collection, just the collection in an individual library, or you can search for special collections such as, Adult books only, Children’s books, DVD’s, Audiobooks, etc. 

 Infosoup will also keep track how many items you have checked out, how many holds you have, you can renew items. In addition, it will keep a reading history of the items you have read. All you need to do is go to Infosoup and establish an account. Go to My Account. It is very easy to do. Need help? Come to the Library and we will help you.

June 1st will be the start of our Summer Reading Program. The theme this year is PAWS, CLAWS, SCALES AND TALES. This is for children from preschool through sixth grade. All they need to do is read some books, which we will count.

Semi-Annual Water System Flushing

Department of Municipal Operations employees will be flushing the village water supply system during the week of May 8.
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If you notice any discoloration or sediment in your water during this time, simply run your faucet for several minutes until your water clears.

Cleaning Up Stormwater Runoff

What is stormwater runoff?

It is the rain and melting snow that flows off streets, rooftops, lawns, and farmland.  The flowing water carries salt, sand, soil, pesticides, fertilizers, leaves and grass clippings, oil, litter, and many other pollutants into nearby waterways.  Since these pollutants are washed off a wide area and cannot be traced to a single source, they are called nonpoint source or runoff pollutants.  

Stormwater runoff caries pollutants that seriously harm our waters:

 Soil particles washed off construction sites or farm fields into a lake or stream make the water cloudy or turbid.  When sediment settles out of the water, it gradually fills in the stream or lake bed.  

  This nutrient, often attached to soil particles, fuels the growth of algae and aquatic weeds.  These plants are important in providing habitat for fish and wildlife.  However, rapid and excessive growth of algae and aquatic plants can degrade water quality and interfere with swimming, boating and fishing.

 Bacteria, viruses and other disease casing organisms make waterways unsafe for swimming, washing and other types of recreation.  Some of these organisms, notably Cryptosporidium, are difficult to remove through water treatment and may endanger people who depend on drinking water supplies drawn from lakes or streams.

 Motor oil, lead from gas and auto exhaust, zinc from roof drains and tires, and pesticides in stormwater runoff may kill aquatic organisms or impair their health, growth or ability to reproduce.

Each of us contributes to stormwater pollution and each of us can help stop it. Here are some ways you can help:

· Keep pesticides, oil, leaves and other pollutants off streets and out of storm drains.

· Divert roof water to lawns or gardens where it can safely soak it.

· Clean up pet waste – bury it or flush it down the toilet.

· Keep cars tuned up and repair leaks – or better yet, walk, or take your bike.

The amount of pollution that you stop may seem small, but together it all adds up to cleaner water for everyone to enjoy.

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GRASS CLIPPINGS


Ordinance 9.11 advises…”No person shall deposit any mud, glass, refuse or waste, filth or other litter upon the streets, highways, alleys, parks or other property of the Village or upon any private property or into or upon any body of water or stream within the Village.”  (2) “…Any person found guilty of violating this agreement shall be subject to a forfeiture, as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Code, plus the cost of cleanup.  Each day a violation continues shall constitute a separate violation.”  





This does include grass clippings, so please make sure that you are very careful when you are cutting your grass this year.  Grass clippings are very hard on the storm sewers in the village and it creates extra work for the Public Works Department to have to clean them out.  This adds cost to the department and that cost is included in your tax bills.  Let us all be very careful this year.
