Strays that enter the grounds could set off an explosion causing serious injury or death.

GRASS CLIPPING REMINDER

Ordinance 9.11 advises…”No person shall deposit any mud, glass, refuse or waste, filth or other litter upon the streets, highways, alleys, parks or other property of the Village or upon any private property or into or upon any body of water or stream within the Village.”  (2) “…Any person found guilty of violating this agreement shall be subject to a forfeiture, as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Code, plus the cost of cleanup.  Each day a violation continues shall constitute a separate violation.”  

This does include grass clippings, so please make sure that you are very careful when you are cutting your grass this year.  Grass clippings are very hard on the storm sewers in the village and it creates extra work for the Municipal Operations Department to have to clean them out. This adds cost to the department and that cost is included in your tax bills.  Let’s all be very careful this year.

REMOVAL OF OLD WATER TOWER

The old water tower by village hall is planned to be taken down later this summer.  The tower is no longer used for water storage and the cost to maintain it is prohibitive.  Exterior paint contains high levels of lead and chromium and needs to be disposed of properly.  

CEDAR PARK SHELTER RESERVATIONS

You can now reserve one of the open shelters at Cedar Park.  There is no longer any need to be the first

one there in the morning to save the shelter for your group.
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CECIL STREET RESURFACING

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation will be resurfacing Cecil Street from Green Bay Street to Mutzy Lane in September.  

Northeast Asphalt has been awarded the contract for this project.  It is anticipated that all work will be completed within four weeks.  Parking and traffic will be restricted at times.  

The Department of Transportation and the contractor will be holding a meeting for all property owners and businesses affected by this project prior to commencement of any work.

STATE & WASHINGTON STREETS RECONSTRUCTION

State Street from Cecil Street to Madison Street and Washington Street from Green Bay Street to Cecil Street are scheduled for reconstruction in 2007.

Reconstruction will consist of widening the streets to 37’ from back of curb to back of curb. Installation of curb and gutter, and new pavement.  

Preliminary plans will be available for inspection by September.  A public meeting for property owners affected by this project will also be held in September.
