FROM CLERK-TREASURER

The Village and Bonduel Sewer & Water Utilities are now set up to take credit card payments and payment by electronic check.  Real estate and personal property taxes can be paid at the web site or using a toll free number.  A 2.75% fee will be added to your account to use this service.  If you are paying your second half of taxes for this year, you must make that payment to Shawano County.  They use the same company to process credit card payment but you will need a different municipality code.  Utility bills can also be paid with a $6.95 service fee.  If you choose to use the electronic check, there is a $3.00 service fee.  When using this service you will be prompted to enter a jurisdiction code, which is 6729 for Bonduel. The Annual Memorial Day

Observance, presented by the Zernicke-Wegner Post 217, was held at the Gazebo on the lawn of the Archives at 10:00 a.m. under beautiful weather conditions. The Schmidt Family Brass Band played several patriotic songs to open the program and Lorraine Doell and Cindy Craig sang theme appropriate songs and hymns through out the program. Guest speaker was Colonel Richard Kucksdorf (an area native) who is Assistant Chief of Staff at Ft. George Meade, Maryland. The theme of his speech was titled "The Essence of Memorial Day." He quoted several national statesmen and what they thought was the essence. He felt that the essence was summed up the best by the phrase "Not For Themselves But For Their Country." This phrase is engraved on a large stone monument known as the Private Soldier Monument. It is known locally as "Old Simon"and is located in the center of Antietam National Battlefield Cemetery in Maryland.  This monument was dedicated on September 17, 1880 or 1882 (two dates are listed).

POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Bonduel Police Department has experienced a significant increase in complaints throughout the past quarter.  Also the types of complaints taken has risen to a higher level in the way of priority meaning officers spend more time per call with investigative work then before due to more serious crimes being committed.   It is imperative to notify the public of such activity and ask for help in the way of Neighborhood Watch.  Most of the felonious crimes that occur in the Village could theoretically be avoided or snuffed out per say with a little heightened awareness and a good working relationship between the public and the police.  We are in need of someone to take the bull by the horns and revitalize the Neighborhood Watch program.  Some have showed interest in the past, if you would like to help, contact us for more information. 

In prior Communicator articles, it was advised for individuals to be more diligent in protecting/securing their property and be aware of their surroundings.  This includes knowing your neighbors.  In time you will know their habits so you can recognize what’s normal and what’s not.  Police Officers specialize in security and go to extensive training on the topic.  We can meet with people and give recommendations on securing property and lighting issues.  For example, if you live in a predominately dark area where an alley exists through the backyard, you may want to consider motion lighting.  “Steady burn” lighting an area is not always a good idea because in essence you would be lighting the bad guys work area.  Keeping an area dark, demands that an alternative light source (flashlight) be used which is easy to detect.    The best bet is motion lighting, it is surprising in nature plus it captures the attention of the surrounding residence.  Please call all suspicious activity into the police, even if it appears minor.  Our function as a department is to set a goal to maintain a safe environment.  We are trained to help and paid to help but we need your eyes and ears to assist us.  ALL calls and information are appreciated to ensure your safety.  Also, with the higher gas prices, comes a whole new favored commodity to steal.  Keep anything that operates on gas, locked up.  A locking gas cap for your vehicles would also be a wise move since we have already taken complaints on gas siphoning.

The Police Department is now requesting your assistance in a different way.  Whenever you see an officer on the side of the road or in the middle of a highway, please do not flash your headlights to oncoming traffic to alert them of the officer’s presence.  Contrary to popular belief, we are not out there looking for revenue but rather answering a complaint of someone’s bad driving habits.  With the high use of cell phones, we receive calls on traffic complaints daily.  In some cases we have to observe the violation prior to taking enforcement action.  When the violator is warned of the officer, they usually stop their dangerous actions long enough so the officer does not gain the needed evidence.  Usually the violator will turn off or start driving erratically again later down the road.  

Please do not view helping the police to solve crime as “snitching” but rather doing your part to ensure safety and in some cases saving lives.  From time to time we hear of illegal activity too far after the fact, the information is only information.  If it had been reported sooner, the information could have been evidence.  Some people tell us they don’t want to get involved but it is the responsibility of the residence to get involved and protect your corner of the world.  In most cases we can keep your identity concealed.

Remember, when riding a bicycle, all traffic laws and signs have to be obeyed just as if you were in a vehicle.  We do have some free helmets left for your child if you need one.

Play it safe this Fourth of July holiday and designate a driver if you drink.  Officers will be out in numbers this summer to stop drunk driving.  If caught you could face fines up to $1,500.00 dollars, go to jail and lose your license not to mention your job and insurance.  The choice is easy; please make it a safe one.

RECYCLING AND WASTE REDUCTION

Waste reduction comes before recycling. Recycling is collecting and remanufacturing materials already used. Waste reduction is decreasing or eliminating the amount of materials initially used. If you start, before making a purchase, by considering what your needs are, and cutting waste to begin with, you are practicing waste reduction.

Why is this so important? Well, by stopping to think before you shop, you can keep products and packages out of the landfill and conserve our natural resources. What could be simpler than that?

Be a smart shopper. When you shop for groceries, how do you decide what product and type to buy? If you buy for convenience, have you ever calculated the extra cost? What about all that extra packaging that usually comes along with convenience foods? How does that extra waste affect our natural resources? Check out the following table and see the money you could save by shopping smart.

A Reminder on Grass Clippings
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Ordinance 9.11 advises…”No person shall deposit any mud, glass, refuse or waste, filth or other litter upon the streets, highways, alleys, parks or other property of the Village or upon any private property or into or upon any body of water or stream within the Village.”  (2) “…Any person found guilty of violating this agreement shall be subject to a forfeiture, as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Code, plus the cost of cleanup.  Each day a violation continues shall constitute a separate violation.”  

[image: image6.wmf][image: image7.wmf][image: image8.wmf]This does include grass clippings, so please make sure that you are very careful when you are cutting your grass this year.  Grass clippings are very hard on the storm sewers in the village and it creates extra work for the Public Works Department to have to clean them out.  This adds cost to the department and that cost is included in your tax bills.  Let’s all be very careful this year.

Did you know…?

State law bans materials such as grass clippings, leaves, garden debris, brush and branches less than 6” in diameter from landfills and most incinerators since 1993.  What can you do?  MULCH!  Leaving clippings on your lawn all season is equivalent to one fertilizer application.  

Mulch improves the fertility and health of your soil.  It saves water by helping the soil hold moisture and reducing runoff.  This benefits the environment by recycling valuable organic resources and extending the lives of our landfills.  It saves money by eliminating the need for garbage bags and it saves time with no clippings to bag and haul to the curb.  Don’t mulch when the lawn is wet, when more than one inch has been cut, when the lawn is heavily diseased, or when your mower is unsafe to operate without a bagging attachment.
