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POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Police Department continued to see a rise in calls for service over the summer.  Although calls vary in priority (seriousness), they still require time and presence of an officer.  Many residents spoke up and voiced their concerns and it seems that speed on Village streets is still a problem.  Calls for service we receive sometimes take hours and vice versa, some take minutes.  

The growing concern for speeders is very time consuming because it can happen at anytime, anywhere by anyone, even by those who complained.  Speed is so easy to let get away from yourself but it is so dangerous.  Speed is the leading cause of accidents on Wisconsin roadways.  Due to the growing number of residents voicing their concerns, speed enforcement will be stepped up.   At the August, 2007 Village Board meeting, the Police Department and Village Trustees discussed the speed issue and decided to adopt a low to no tolerance policy for speed in the Village.  Wisconsin laws on speed state our roads have “fixed limits” which means the posted limit IS the limit, not just merely a suggestion.  Throughout time law, enforcement practices usually afforded the motorist a cushion to allow for inaccurate speedometers.  It is totally officer discretion when to stop a vehicle, almost their opinion of the seriousness of a violation.  The problem with that is public perception.  Some officers may deem it necessary to address any and all violations; others may use a safety factor approach giving an off balance of an individual officer’s productivity.  Since the Village completed the State and Washington Street projects, a number of residents requested a higher level of enforcement. In order to achieve compliance, speed enforcement will be a priority and applied to all Village streets.  As an FYI, all Village streets are 25 mph unless otherwise posted so if you do not see a sign, set your mental cruise control at 25 mph.   

Please watch your speed and drive carefully or you may receive a red and blue reminder.

The second leading concern is loud exhaust systems.  The law states that exhaust systems on ALL vehicles must meet manufacture specifications and cannot be changed, altered, enhanced or missing.  There is no regard to specific vehicle, but covers all vehicles, even Harley Davidson.  Some see exhaust systems as a way to express themselves or show off power.  Loud exhaust may sound cool to some but extremely annoying to others.  Altered systems are a violation of our noise ordinance in addition to our traffic law and equipment code. In other words, if it can be heard, it is too loud.

Another school year is upon us so it is time to put out some feelers for interested individuals to be crossing guards in the Bonduel School District.  Currently the District does not have crossing guards but it is time to research the possibility in beginning a program.  At this point, we are looking to see if there would be an interest from the public, so we can start planning and have something to bring to the Village and School Boards for approval.

If anyone is interested in Neighborhood Watch, please call for more information.  A new and exiting program will be put in place if there is a good response but you have to call or stop in to find out.

SEMI-ANNUAL WATER SYSTEM FLUSHING

[image: image17.wmf]Department of Municipal Operations employees will be flushing the village water supply system during the week of October 1.

If you notice any discoloration or sediment in your water during this time, simply run your faucet for several minutes until your water clears.

 SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL

Sidewalks to be kept clear. The owner, occupant, or person in charge of each and every building or structure or unoccupied lot in the Village, fronting or abutting any street shall clean, or cause to be cleaned, the sidewalk in front of or adjoining each such building or unoccupied lot of snow or ice to the width of such sidewalk within 24 hours after the cessation of a snowstorm.  When the ice has formed on any sidewalk so that it cannot be immediately removed, the persons herein referred to shall keep the same sprinkled with salt, ashes, sawdust or sand.  Municipal Code 8.05 (1)

When the snowfalls, please remember to keep the areas around fire hydrants clear of snow.

DEPOSIT IN STREET PROHIBITED

No person shall deposit, or cause to be deposited, any snow or ice taken and removed from his premises or elsewhere upon any sidewalk, alley, parkway, public place or street in the Village.  Snow shall not be piled at or near intersections to obstruct the view of pedestrians or operators of motor vehicles.  Municipal Code 8.05 (2)

SNOWMOBILES

Snowmobile and other off-Highway vehicle operation in Village. 

[image: image18.wmf][image: image19.wmf](3)(a) Restricted. It shall be unlawful to operate any snowmobile or any other motor-driven craft or vehicle principally manufactured for off-highway use on 

private property or on the Village streets, alleys, parks, parking lots, or on any lots held open to the public.  

(b) Exceptions. 1. Snowmobiling shall be permitted on snowmobile trails approved by the Village Board and designated on the Village Snowmobile Trail Map on file in the office of the Clerk-Treasurer. 

(4)  Hours of Operation Restricted.  No person shall operate a snowmobile anywhere within the Village between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m.   Municipal Code 7.11 (3)(a)(b) and 4.  

TREE TRIMMING ON VILLAGE STREETS

Municipal Operation employees will be trimming trees adjacent to village streets this fall.  Village ordinance states that trees must be trimmed to maintain a minimum clearance of ten feet over sidewalks and fifteen over streets.
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RECYCLING BINS


If your recycling container is broken and needs to be replaced, you can exchange it for a new one at the Department of Municipal Operations building during the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. weekdays.  Please call ahead at 758-8779 before stopping.
