Village Board Meeting

January 2, 2008

Following the Pledge of Allegiance President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Tim Titler, Jim Tinlin, Stuart Reisner, Vicki Mueller and Mel Wendland.  A statement regarding the posting was read.  

Mueller made a motion to approve the agenda and to deviate from the order as necessary.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Staszak made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 5, 2007 meeting.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

No citizens were present.

Communications:  Mueller made a motion to refer communications to the committees.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Safety – no meeting.  Will meet February 6 at 6:00 p.m.

Fire Department report on file.  Thank you to the John Kuenzl foundation for the $3,500 donation.

Discussion was held on the cold storage facility.  Berndt reviewed the settlement and the possible replacement building.  Staszak reviewed proposal for Facility Ad-Hoc Committee.  Brockman made a motion to call a special board meeting with invitation to the group listed within the next two weeks, to delay the proposed building until that time and to require a goal for a decision on the municipal operations building at that meeting.  Mueller seconded.  Meeting will be held on January 16 at Bonduel Commons at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

Administrative Committee – met December 26 and 27.  Working on vacancy for Clerk Treasurer office and an item is on the agenda.

Clerk-Treasurer report on file.  There will be an extension of deadline for nomination papers to be filed for village board positions due to papers not being turned in by a current board member.

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President’s Report – There was a meeting at Shawano County for ATC funds.  Grant has received phone calls regarding how the board says the Pledge of Allegiance.  One nation under God should be with no breath.  Staszak also stated that he is changing practice of voting by the President.  

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – met in December.   Discussed the budget process.  

Discussion was held on the request from Veolia Waste Services to change collection day for residential pick up.  Brockman made a motion to leave the residential collection on Monday.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the resolution for special voting deputies.  Brockman made a motion to introduce resolution 2008-01.  Mueller seconded.  Roll call vote.  Resolution passed.

Discussion was held on the Village Park Pavilion Ad Hoc Committee. Staszak is asking to have Ron Schmidt removed and appoint Geoff Dowden.  Brockman made a motion to approve Geoff Dowden to the committee.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on Clerk-Treasurer staffing.  Wendland made a motion to accept the letter of resignation from Dawn Stokes.  Reisner seconded.  [Tinlin out at 7:30 p.m.]  Staszak made a motion to amend the motion to accept resignation immediately but allow to serve as a limited term employee until February 1 and to have Staszak execute a limited term agrement.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.   Brockman made a motion to table this item to another point in the meeting.  Mueller seconded.  Motion failed.   Brockman made a motion have to have an option to committing to 25 hours until February 1 or she can change to limited term until February 1 based on the hours she would be able to provide.  Staszak seconded.  [Tinlin returned at 7:36 p.m.]  Motion carried.  Motion carried on main motion.

Mueller made a motion to move to closed session for purpose of discussing labor relations for 10 minutes at 7:39 p.m..  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1)(e)].  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  [Reisner out at 7:38 p.m.} Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote.  Reisner absent.  Motion carried.  [Reisner back at 7:40 p.m.]

Staszak made a motion to return to open session at 8:15 p.m.  Tinlin seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion passed.  
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Discussion was held on the Smart Growth-Housing Section.  A question was posed on the growth of the village.  At the time of the Smart Growth meetings, it was decided at that time to grow at 2.75%.  Brockman made a motion to put the Smart Growth back to the Plan Commission with the report of that month’s section printed for the board to review and to have an action plan on items.  Wendland seconded.  Staszak made a motion to amend to have village board have a special meeting with the village board to take the action and decide what the priorities are for the year and send to the appropriate committees.  Brockman seconded.  Motion passed.  Motion passed on the original motion.  A special board meeting will be held January 30 at 6:00 p.m.

Discussion was held on the liquor license demerit points.  It was discussed that there should be action on convictions.

Discussion was held on the new appraisal forms.  This next budgeting period it will go out with the directive with the budget.  [Reisner left at 8:55 p.m.]   Parts of the process were not utilized such as giving reviews to the peers.  This would not be seen by the employee.  There is a separate form for the peers to complete.  [Reisner back at 8:58 p.m.]  Any suggestions should be submitted to the Administrative Committee.

Discussion was held on the organizational study.  Ideas can be brought to the January 30 meeting.  

Mueller motion to combine the Accounts Payable and the Treasurer’s Report.  Brockman seconded.  Motion carried.  

There is no accounts payable or Treasurer’s Report because of the early meeting.  Staszak made a motion to postpone.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.
