Public Hearing

January 17, 2007

Public hearing called to order at 6:05 p.m.  Ryan Amtmann from Strand Associates and Steve Berndt gave an overview of the project.  Bids came in very competitively and the per foot cost has come in lower than previously discussed.  Ryan discussed what is will be assessed to the property owner.  The cost is about $4.00 per foot less than previously estimated.  

Jim Mitchell who owns 133-135 N. Washington Street questioned the assessing of the widening of the street.  Response:  New developments have to build a street to the 37’ wide.  These costs are passed through the sale of the property.  That is why the village assesses the property owners when the streets are widened.   Mitchell felt the property owners are being taken advantage of with the widening of the street.  Response:  Once this is built to the village standard then the costs become a village cost to maintain.

Tom Edler representing Frieden’s Church questioned the drain that comes out to the street and if it will be hooked back up?  Response:  The storm drain will be hooked back up in the project.  Questioned also the culverts that will be removed and what will happen to the grade.  Response:  That will be taken care of in the project.  The road will also be centered in the right away with this project.  

Leonard Wildauer of 217 E. State Street questioned how the front footage cost would be assessed.  Response:  The front footage can be paid over five years with interest.  The assessment process was explained.  Also questioned the removal of trees from properties in the project.  Response:    Depends on where the tree is but the contractor is required to contact the property owner regarding some of the tree removal. 

Ron Pedersen of 127 N. Washington had a question regarding the telephone lines coming through his property and if they are going to me moved.  Response:  The lines will be staying where they are.

 Public Hearing closed at 6:25 p.m.
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Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m.  Present were Vicki Mueller, Jim Tinlin, Stuart Reisner, Tim Titler and Melvin Wendland.  Donna Rueckert was absent.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read.  

Mueller made a motion to approve the agenda and to deviate from the order as necessary.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Wendland made a motion to approve the minutes from December 20, 2007 as printed.  Titler seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on final resolution for Washington and State Street.  Note that the interest rate is the actual rate in the resolution.  Mueller introduced resolution 2007-01, State & Washington Street Final Assessment.  Titler seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.   Resolution passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on bid for contract 1-2007.  A decision regarding the alternate projects needs to be made before passing the resolution.  Ryan Amtmann explained the alternate projects.  A review of the finances for fund 300 was presented.  Mueller introduced resolution 2007-02 with option 3 and 4.  Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote.  Resolution passed unanimously.

Public Safety – Fire Department report on file.  Thanks to Rodney Hoppe and for the EMS coming out to the fire scene.  Discussion was held on protocol for HIPPA and information that can be released from a fire scene.  

Discussion was held on the borrowing for fire department equipment truck.  Wendland made a motion to go out for bids on the fire department equipment truck.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the fire department agreement with Town of Hartland.  Changes were made to items number 7 and 15.  Wendland made a motion to approve the agreement as changed by Town of Hartland.  Tinlin seconded.  Tinlin amended the motion to remove in item #13 “the recommend to the Village Public Safety Committee and the Town of Hartland Board candidates to be hired for vacant positions on the Fire Department” and replace it with “approve candidates for vacant positions for the Bonduel Area Fire Department”. Staszak seconded.  Motion carried with amendment.  Wendland - nay.  Original motion called.  Motion carried on original motion.  Wendland - nay.

Police report on file.  
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Discussion was held on the operator’s licenses for Angela Cary and Laurel Brath.  Tinlin made a motion to approve the applications contingent on the final report back from state.  Titler seconded.  Motion carried.

EMS Report on file.  

Discussion was held on the water and sewer long-range plan.  Ryan Amtmann of Strand Associates presented study.   Reisner made a motion to postpone the reports.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.  Titler – nay.

Public Safety Committee – met on January 12.  Items are on agenda.  Mutual aid agreements will be sent to Attorney Schmid along with the change to the Fire Department bylaws and the he can update municipal code chapter 5.  Fire Department billing will be sent to the Fire Commission.   Public Safety Committee will meet Wednesday, Jan 24 to discuss the fees for boarding of prisoners from Municipal Court.  

Communications:  Bulletin Board for Park, Payroll for Summer Recreation Program, stands for Summer Recreation Program and sweeping parking lots for Summer Recreation.  Reisner made a motion to refer all communications to the appropriate committees.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.  

Building, Ordinance & License Committee – met January 9.  In the meeting, the committee finalized the Committee ordinance and committee descriptions.  Also looked at getting the code book in Word format.  After reviewing costs, it will be budgeted for 2008 to re-codify the Code Book. 

Utility Committee – no report. 

Public Works Committee – no report.  DMO report on file.  

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – met Thursday, January 11.  Bat & Ball Club presented their plan for the summer recreation program.  Discussed potential new programs.  Next meeting is scheduled for February 12 at 6:00 p.m.  

Discussion was held on the resolution to transfer items from 2006 to 2007 budgets.  Wendland made a motion to introduce resolution 2007-3.  Tinlin seconded.  2007-03.  Roll call vote.  Resolution passed unanimously.  

Discussion was held on the ordinance for Committee, 2.04.  Reisner introduced Ordinance 2007-01 with an effective date of April 17.  Titler seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Passed unanimously.
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Discussion was held on the committee descriptions.  A change was made to the Administrative Committee on C3.  Titler made a motion to approve the committee descriptions with the change.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.
