Village Board

January 21, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Jeremy Leitzke, Jim Tinlin, Vicki Mueller, Stuart Reisner and Mel Wendland.   Kristy Brockman was absent.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read. 

The agenda and the minutes from the December 29 meeting were approved by consensus.

Citizens present:  Ken Mueller, Casey Perry, Robbie Woldt, Tom Westphal, Doug Harland, Gary Wudtke and Carol Luepke.

A resolution was presented to Reisner Insurance, in appreciation for the donation toward the Christmas lights.  

Discussion was held on the ATV ordinance.  Senator Cowles advised that legislation was introduced at the last session but failed. Similar legislation will be introduced this session.  A resolution will be introduced at County level as well.  Mueller introduced ordinance 2009-01, Traffic Code – ATV Route and to amend 4e to 2 a.m. and 6 a.m., item 3 to add the alley between First and Cecil Streets south of State Street.  Reisner seconded. Ordinance will not be active until the signs are posted.  Roll call vote was taken.  Passed unanimously.  Signage is referred to the Municipal Operations Committee.  

Library Board – will be meeting January 27 at 7:00 p.m.  

Discussion was held on the old library inventory.  Staszak made a motion to ask the library board to have the former library space other than the books vacated by April 30.  Village department heads have until February 28 to look at what they may want from the inventory.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Fire Department report on file.  

Discussion was held on the building remodeling.  Mueller made a motion to approve $11,522.00 to remodel the fire department area of the Public Safety Building from the capital fund.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discussion was held on fire department purchase of equipment and supplies.  The Fire Commission approved and sent on to the boards the following:  Demonstrator thermal image camera for $8,000.  $1,000 grant from Wal-Mart will go toward thermal image camera and an elbow for about $400 and fittings at $125 each (2).  The elbow and fittings would come out of equipment fund in General Fund.  Wendland made a motion to approve the purchase of the equipment.  The cost would be split 50/50 with Town of Hartland.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
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Fire Commission report – met on January 15.  The Commission explained the fire department billing to the Druckrey’s.  Discussed applications for fire department and an eligibility list is being started.  

Police Department – no report.

Tinlin made a motion to move to close session at 7:50 p.m. for purpose of Police Department personnel and options.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c) & (e) ].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.   Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried. 

Leitzke made a motion to return to open session at 9:50 p.m.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.    

Discussion was held on the cellular service for the police department.  Tinlin made a motion to cancel service to both of the police department phones, have Mike return both phones to the village, contact the attorney to draft a letter to notify that these phones are to be returned to the village.  Vacation pay is to be held until the lawyer drafts letter and any outstanding charges are to be deducted from the final paycheck. The attorney is to draft a letter as to why the deductions and the telephones to be returned.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discussion was held on the police department and officer in command.  Tinlin made a motion to offer Casey Perry the Officer in Charge position until further notice.  Casey is to arrange the work schedule for himself and Joe Tenor.  The rate of compensation would be $22.00 per hour.  Leitzke seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discussion was held on the police department personnel and options.  At this time, Public Safety is still exploring options.  No action was taken.  

Communications:  Research options for the backside of welcome signs referred to Municipal Operations.  

Public Safety –  no report.  EMS Report – no report.
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Administrative Committee – report on file.

Municipal Operations – met January 8.  Discussed the winter street maintenance.  Municipal Operation had someone come in and clean up what was the worst.  Working on the hazards.  

Zoning Board of Appeals – no meeting

Plan Commission – no meeting

Bonduel Area Business Association – approved ad for Shawano Leader and radio for Shawano Country Chamber.

Civic Association – meeting at Carol’s Diner on January 22

President’s Report – no report

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee –  will not be going under Fund 80 until the new school year.  They are looking at reducing the committee and having everyone represented.  The concession stand will use it at Kwik Trip for fundraisers.  Discussed a walk/run on Founder’s Day and adult kick ball.  

Discussion was held on the proposed union contract.  Mueller made a motion to approve the union contract with the Teamsters.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.  Staszak – nay.

Discussion was held on the operator’s license for Dana Strzelecki.  Tinlin made a motion to approve the license.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried. 

Discussion was held on non-union health insurance premiums.  Mueller made a motion to change the non-union employee’s portion from 20% to 10% for health insurance premiums effective January 1.  Leitzke seconded.  Motion carried.  

Discussion on streetlight at 100 N. Madison Street.   Residents have requested a street light.  Cost would be $350 with a monthly fee of $13.50.  Mueller made a motion to approve the streetlight at 100 N. Madison.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discussion was held on the street construction plan.  Mueller made a motion to postpone the street construction and the water utility budget.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on outdoor furnace ordinance.  Tinlin introduced ordinance 2009-02 for outdoor furnaces.  Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Ordinance passed unanimously.  

Discussion was held on goals and priorities of the village.  No action taken.  
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Discussion was held on the fourth quarter per diems.  Wendland made a motion to approve the per diems as presented.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.

The village, TIF, utility, fire department, and EMS payments were approved by consensus. 

Treasurer’s Report was approved by consensus.
