Village Board

February 18, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Jeremy Leitzke, Jim Tinlin, Vicki Mueller, and Mel Wendland. 

The agenda and minutes were approved by consensus.

Citizens:  Robbie Woldt, Ken Mueller, Mike Kunesh of The Commercial Place, and Taylor Hansen of The Perfect Place.  

Discussion was held on the village realtor contract.  Contract basically stays the same except the listing will be with The Perfect Place to maintain being able to do the MLG listing.  Brockman made a motion to approve the listing contract with The Commercial Place and Place Perfect Realty.  Staszak seconded.  Motion carried.  Mike Kunesh gave an explaination of the cancellation of the strip mall agreement.

Fire Department report on file.  Town of Hartland will be possibly be making a contribution toward the meeting room.  A suggestion that new buildings have sprinkler or smoke detectors placed in them.  Discussion was held on the recent fire at Mill Creek Homes.  

Public Safety Committee – met on February 5.  Items are on the agenda.  A rough draft of a cell phone policy will be worked on for the next Public Safety meeting and then forwarded to the Adminstrative Committee.

Police Department – report on file.  Priority is to complete some of the open cases.  Equipment and vehicle maintenance has been completed.  

Wendland made a motion to go into closed session at 7:38 p.m. for purpose of discussing Police Department personnel.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c) & (e) ].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.  

Tinlin made a motion to return to open session at 8:37 p.m.  Wendland at 8:37 p.m.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.
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Discussion was held on the police officer wages.  Memo of Understanding with Officer Perry will be in effect until the village hires.  Tinlin made a motion to adopt the Memo of Understanding.  Leitzke seconded.  Motion carried.  Tinlin made a motion to pay Officer Tenor and Officer Krause $15.00 per hour contingent on Officer Krause accepting a part time position.  Officer Tenor would be effective January 1.  Reisner seconded. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the operator’s license for Debra Sue McCollum.  Tinlin made a motion to approve the license.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the part time officers.  Tinlin made a motion to hire Eric Krause part time (temprorary) until the village no longer needs his services and the committee will meet with any other potential part time officers.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.  

Communication regarding the library parking was referred to the Municipal Operations Committee.  

EMS Report – on file.  

Administrative Committee – no report.  Meeting scheduled for February 24.

Municipal Operations – no report.  Meeting scheduled for March 5 at 6:00 p.m.

Zoning Board of Appeals – no report.

Library – April 25 will be open house.  They are in the process of liquidating shelving.  

Fire Commission – Meeting scheduled for February 19.

Bonduel Area Business Association – report on Home Show and Main Street Program

Plan Commission – Items are on the agenda, Home Show Booth, Main Street Program, Realtor

President’s Report – Fourth of July – need to work with Public Safety and Municipal Operations Committees.  A meeting will be scheduled at the end of March.  ATV – the State has sent a letter to the County as they have been allowing  ATV’s on the Mountain Bay Trail.  The State has sent an order to not have ATV’s on Mountain Bay Trail as Marathon County does not allow this.  

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – next meeting March 9.  Sherrie Weier has resigned from the Bonduel Area Recreation Committee.  
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Discussion was held on the formal communication regarding a boundary agreement.  Draft something in writing to Hartland regarding a boundary agreement.  Brockman made a motion to draft a letter regarding boundary agreements and to sign by the next Village President after the April election.  Leitzke seconded. Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on the resolution regarding stoplights on South Cecil Street and Express Way.  The Plan Commission had a concern on the number of complaints and that things were not happening.  The Municipal Operations Committee has been working on this and Steve has been working with the engineers and East Central Planning.  There should be a timeline ready for the March meeting.
