Village of Bonduel

Village Board

February 20, 2008

Following the Pledge of Allegiance President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Tim Titler, Stuart Reisner, Vicki Mueller, Jim Tinlin and Mel Wendland.  A statement regarding the posting was read.

Mueller made a motion to approve the agenda and to deviate from the order as necessary.   Second by Wendland.  Motion carried.

There were no minutes from the last meeting to discuss.

Acknowledgement of citizens.  Jim Moynihan.  Wayne Ort – Wayne’s Place.

Discussion was held about request for permit on May 17th for Wayne’s Place.  Tinlin said they spoke about in Public Safety already and seen no issues with giving permit.  Chief Ruelle okayed, as there have been no problems in the past.  Motion by Tinlin, seconded by Titler asking that there be proper fencing.  Motion carries.  

Discussion held on Operator licenses.   Chief said Julie; Cheryl ok, but there was a DUI on Bishop and underage drinking on Tony Boerst.  Titler makes a motion to approve all if the applicants with the requirement that they come in and complete the applications.  Boerst needs to add violations and Julie needs to add place of employment. Reisner seconded.  Motion carries.  Brockman – nay.

Discussion held on Village Board goals and priorities.  Board should have a focus for 2008.  Focus on top 2 priorities.  Next meeting brainstorm on top two strategies- budget process and economic growth.  Moynihan has material to share regarding performance based budgeting.  Brockman made a motion for Moynihan to send economic growth development plan information to Plan Commission.  Plan Commission is to brainstorm and send ideas back to Board.  Also the Board is to send strengths and weaknesses to Grant prior to next meeting.  Board is to brainstorm about budgeting process and discuss improvements next meeting.  Also add budget process to Administrative committee.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.

Staszak read communication from attorney regarding emails, open meetings law and committee quorums.

Public Safety Committee report – Items on agenda. 

Police department – most items on agenda also.  Slow start to year.  Not all traffic citations are entered yet.  Alcohol compliance checks will be done by end of March.  Winter parking – repeat offenders this year although it is getting a little better.  No overtime or part time work so far in 2008.  Staszak asked for sitting police car update.  Equipment removed.  Starting to get bids.  Staszak asked for sign updates on State Street.  
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Looking to see if both signs can go on same post.  Enforce removal of non-functioning vehicles.  Staszak questioned Witterholt’s vehicle issue. 

Jim had questions in Public Safety regarding Equity Livestock and injured animals.  Most questions about whom will be doing the shooting, where does the weapon come from, is the person trained?  Tinlin expressed concern about village liability.  Chief stated that this is coming from PETA.  When a cow is hurt they drag it off and leave it till the next day when the mink farm comes to pick it up.  PETA says it is inhumane and they may fight Equity if they do not euthanize. Two people would do the shooting.  The employees will use a 22. It doesn’t occur often, no specific numbers.  Chief is not a certified trainer to train these employees.  Chief recommended hunters safety.  Mueller asked for trigger guard.  Tinlin had a worry that just anyone could shoot the animal.  

Staszak made a motion to require Equity to contact Dispatch to euthanize sick, injured animals and the officer must supervise. Gun on premises must be safely secured, with trigger guard, with names of shooters and they will undergo background check to be allowed with guns.  Any changes of names must be sent to Village within 5 days of change.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carries.

Discussion on changing first violation for parking in winter to $10, second $15, third $20 and during active snow removal $50.  Resolution introduced by Reisner, seconded by Titler.  Staszak made a motion to amend that the cars to be towed during active removal.  His hope is that the Municipal Operation employees will still be plowing.  Tinlin seconds amendment.  Main motion as amended.  Roll call vote was taken.    Resolution carries as amended.

Discussion was held on Police Department continuing eligibility list process. Public Safety Committee recommends continuing with the eligibility list and proceeding to selection committee and ranking candidates in case of needing to fill a vacancy and stop before the background checks.  Currently we need a two-week notice from employees.  Make sure the candidates understand the process.  Brockman made a motion to move forward with this process.   Staszak seconded.  Motion carries.   Mueller-nay.

Fire Department Report – on file.  

EMS Report  - on file.  Staszak will follow up with Del Zuleger about item #6 on report.  Comments such as this do not belong on official reports.

Administrative Committee – mainly working on recruitment.  The Deputy Clerk-Treasurer position has been filled with Willa Rusch.   Start implementing agenda and minutes policy.  The rest of agenda was postponed to be discussed next meeting.
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Municipal Operations Committee – Reisner stated that item 10 is from Municipal Operations meeting.  The street lights will need to be added to next agenda.  

Department of Municipal Operations – report on file.  Lots of snow, initially have preliminary plans of Municipal Operations building and site plan next meeting.  Staszak asked if we were cash flowing first advance for expenses.  Berndt affirmed.  Titler mentioned thank you to Municipal Operations employees for doing a great job.

Zoning Board of Appeals– no report.

Library Board – report in packet.  Tinlin has no additions.

Plan Commission – Members to visit local businesses.

Fire Commission - Steve Haskal, County Emergency Director spoke to the Commission on mutual aid alarm system.  The Commission is going to study before doing any more with it.  Discussed applications for FEMA Grants and other grants for building behind Fire Station to allow EMS, Fire Department meeting room.  Item on agenda regarding the purchase of air tanks.

Bonduel Area Business Association – Staszak was not there for the whole meeting.  Discussed the pamphlet for business association members – most businesses ever.  The Association implemented new strategy that they should go talk to individual businesses.  Chamber cut a deal for businesses so there would be a $50 savings. 

President’s Report – agendas for Board, Plan Commission and Administrative will be done by Staszak.  Items for these agendas should be communicated to Staszak.  Update on Humane Society.  Got a letter back – accepted revisions, but was already in contract so will send to attorney for final contract.  Kwik Trip took over former Bonduel City Express station last Wednesday.

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – Reisner did not attend.  BARC is considering adult female softball league.  Spoke about fundraisers and/or portable concession stand.  Summer youth league not there.  There is still some confusion on the fees with the Bat & Ball Club. 

Pavilion Ad Hoc Committee- no report.  Next meeting is February 25 at 5:00 p.m.

Discussion was held on committee quorums.  Staszak made a motion to postpone.  Seconded by Mueller.  Motion carries.
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Discussion was held on insurance claim from Chief Pontiac.   Mueller abstains from discussion.  Staszak states that the Village officially has to respond. Motion is made by Brockman to deny claim.  Reisner seconds.  Motion carries.  Mueller abstains.

Discussion was held on the addendum to agreement with Bohm Builders for lots 15 and 16 in the Express Development.  Bohm either has to commence or turn back to Bonduel at same price.  Bonduel can also market the property.   Brockman made a motion to approve addendum.  Seconded by Wendland.  Motion carries.  Reisner - nay.

Discussion was held on Fire Department air bottles. Wendland stated that fiber air bottles were available and that they do have some more coming in.  The fiber bottles are lighter and the bottles cost $180.  The Fire Department wants permission to purchase up to six bottles.  Hartland would pay half the cost.  Motion is made by Wendland to purchase up to six reconditioned air bottles. Seconded by Tinlin.  Motion carries.

Discussion was held on changing ordinance regarding grass/weed height.  Staszak states we are not changing ordinance but just sending proposed changes to attorney.  The change is to bring the weed/grass height from 12 inches down to 8 inches.  By the time it gets mowed, it could be 18 –20 inches before taken care of.  Motion was made to send weed ordinance to the attorney to be amended to 8 inches by Mueller.  Seconded by Tinlin. Discussion was held on how to expedite the process and send out just one notice.  Currently the second notice is that the Municipal Operations employees are just going to mow it.    Seek advice on shortening legal process of two notices to one.   Amendment made by Staszak, second by Mueller.  Main motion called.  Motion carries.  Titler - nay.  

Brockman made a motion to go into closed session for one minute at 8:54 p.m. for purposes of discussing labor relations. [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1)(e)].  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Mueller seconded.  Roll call vote taken. Motion carries.

Motion is made by Brockman to return to open session at 9:05 p.m.  Staszak seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carries.  

Discussion was held on approving all payments as amended.  Motion is made by Mueller to combine all payments, seconded by Wendland. Motion made to approve all payments by Mueller, seconded by Wendland. Motion carries. 

Announcements of Civic Association meeting on the 28th at AMICOS.
