Village Board

March 18, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.   Present were Kristy Brockman, Jim Tinlin, Stuart Reisner, Vicki Mueller, and Mel Wendland.  Jeremy Leitzke was absent.  Also present were Steve Berndt, Robbie Woldt, and Casey Perry.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read. 

The agenda and deviation of the order of the agenda were approved by consensus.  

The minutes from the February 18, 2009 were approved by consensus.  

Acknowledgement of citizens:  Ken Mueller

Announcement:   The Plan Commission, Bonduel Area Business Association and the Civic Association have a booth at the WRBA Home and Cottage Show in Shawano.  If you are able to work a shift, contact Grant.  

Discussion was held on the 2008 audit.  Tom Karman presented report to the Village Board.  Mueller made a motion to accept the 2008 audit as presented by Schenck.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Communications:  None

Public Safety Committee:  Meeting was held on March 5.  Several items are on the board agenda.  Fire Department report is on file.  Fire Commission – last commission meeting was February 19.  Reviewed bills and have received payments from individuals and the Tax Intercept.  The Bonduel Fire Department is joining the MABAS.  Next meeting is March 19.  Resolution will be forwarded to the board regarding the MABAS.  

Discussion was held on the equipment request from the fire department.  This is the last phase of remodeling at the fire station.  The coat rack was budgeted at $6,500 but the quote came in for $4,796.  Reisner made a motion to approve the purchase of the coat rack.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tinlin made a motion to move to closed session at 7:33 p.m. for the purpose of Police Department structure.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c) & (e) ].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Brockman seconded.    Roll call vote taken.  Motion carried unanimously.
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Wendland made a motion to return to open session.  Mueller seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.

Wendland made a motion to continue with the officer-in-charge and the three part time officers for up to 6 months and then review at that time.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.  Staszak and Brockman – nay.

Police Department report on file.  Currently there has been some training set up with the new CAD system that Sheriff’s Department  has in place.  They are being trained in electronic citations.  Casey is planning to continue meeting with the four officers – expectations and services to provide to the village.  If any of the board members have any suggestions, they are to contact Casey.    

Discussion was held on the revised Police Department section of the Public Safety building.  Mueller made a motion to proceed with the renovation as presented and not to exceed $40,000,  The funds would come from the Capital Projects Fund.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

EMS report – no report.

There is a Fourth of July meeting scheduled for March 30 at 5:00 p.m. Village Hall

Administrative Committee – The committee met March 31.  They are working on updating the Personnel Handbook, discussed the safety deposit box.  An update on the recodification project was given.  

Muncipal Operations – the committee met March 5 and 16.  Update on stop light for Express Way and Cecil Street.  This item will need to be on the next agenda.  The committee has asked Steve to come back with costs to remove the curb from the library.  

Department of Municipal Operations – no report.

Zoning Board of Appeals – no report

Library – Open House is scheduled for April 25.

Plan Commission – no meeting.  Will meet April 1.  The Main Street Program will be discussed.

Bonduel Area Business Association – met last Wednesday.  Home Show and brochure were discussed.  

President’s Report – no report
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Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – met March 9.  There is a run/walk for Founder’s Day being planned.  Jay Krull is stepping down and Cindy Teschke is taking his place on the committee.  Summer Youth League is the Bonduel Bat & Club.  The committee is looking at more adult leagues.  

Discussion was held on Municipal Operation employees to serve as ACO.  This is referred back to Public Safety.  Mueller made a motion to refer back to Public Safety.  Brockman seconded.  Motion carried.  Tinlin – nay.

Discussion was held on an additional safety deposit box for the union negotiation paperwork.  Brockman made a motion to contract for safety deposit box with limited access.  The Clerk Treasurer, President and Administrative Chair would have access to this box.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on the Municipal Operations personnel.  Dick Sibert has turned in the resignation.  Mueller made a motion to place the ad run for two Sundays in Shawano Leader and two weeks in the Shawano Shopper and that all applications are due   by April 3.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion was held on the goals.  By consensus this item is postponed.  

Discussion was held on the street construction plan. By consensus this item is postponed.

Discussion was held on the 2009 water budget.  Municipal Operations Committee has recommended adopting this budget.  Mueller made a motion to approve the 2009 budget.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.  Staszak – nay.

Discussion was held on the resolution regarding stoplights.  Mueller made a motion to remove this item from the agenda.  Brockman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

The accounts payable and the Treasurer’s Report were approved by consensus.
