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Village of Bonduel

Village Board Meeting

April 16, 2008

Following the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mel Wendland, Vicki Mueller, Stuart Reisner, Jim Tinlin and Kristy Brockman.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read.

Motion by Wendland, second by Mueller to approve agenda and deviate from order as necessary.  Motion carried.

Motion by Tinlin, second by Wendland to approve minutes from meetings of February 20, 2008, and March 19, 2008.  Motion carried.

Acknowledgement of Citizens:  Tim Titler; Jeremy Leitzke; Judge Jerry Hanson; Gary Wudtke; poll workers Sharon Schlender, Marvin Klosterman, Lyle Wussow, Bill Kallies, Tillie Kallies, Audrey Wussow, Corinne Schneider, Mary Mueller; and Rosemary Bohm, Shawano County Clerk.

Discussion was held on the appointment confirmation of Jeremy Leitzke to the position of Village Trustee to a two-year term to fill vacancy from this past election.  Motion by Brockman, second by Reisner to confirm appointment.  Motion by Mueller, second by Tinlin to have confirmation done by secret ballot.  Motion carried.  Yes – 5; No – 1.  Appointment confirmed.  Leitzke was given oath of office by Deputy Clerk Willa Rusch.

Staszak read resolution recognizing Tim Titler, outgoing Village Trustee, for his years of service to the Village of Bonduel and presented Titler with commemorative plaque on behalf of the citizens and Trustees of the Village.

Wudtke addressed the Board requesting a change in ATV ordinance to allowed ATV’s to be operated from home to trail, just as snowmobiles are currently permitted.  Staszak referred request to Public Safety Committee.  Wudtke will be notified when Public Safety meeting is to be held.  Wudtke then left the meeting at 7:15 p.m.

Discussion was held on possible reconsideration of purchase of refurbished election tabulator, an item which had been voted down at the previous Board meeting.  Cost of refurbished tabulator is $1000, plus $250 per year for maintenance.  Rosemary Bohm, Shawano County Clerk, addressed the Board on behalf of Shawano County and the Village, explaining how the tabulator functions and its advantages.  Additionally, numerous poll workers voiced their concerns.  Staszak explained that someone on the prevailing side must bring motion to reconsider; second may come from any Board member.  Motion by Staszak, second by Reisner to reconsider.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion failed.  Nay votes from Brockman, Staszak, Mueller and Leitzke.  Bohm and poll workers, with the exception of Klosterman, left the meeting at 7:56 p.m.

Staszak introduced Judge Jerry Hanson as new legal counsel for the Village.  Hanson greeted the Board and provided a brief personal background.  Staszak asked Hanson to provide the Board with an update relative to the cable franchise changing from Bonduel Cable to Packerland Broadband; Staszak recommended that the Administrative Committee work with Hanson and representatives of Packerland Broadband to address the issue.

Discussion was held regarding Agenda & Minutes Policy for Village Board & Committees, which had been approved at January 13, 2008 Board meeting.  Staszak requested that at their next meetings, committees determine who will take minutes and also set definite meeting dates so public can be aware of schedule.

Staszak recommended that capital equipment budget and expenditures be administered by Municipal Operations Committee rather than Administrative Committee.  As Chairperson of Municipal Operations, Mueller agreed, with the suggestion that new procedure be tried for one year.

Correspondence:  Staszak presented a late communication to the Public Safety Committee to explore ATV ordinance.  With no other late communication, motion by Tinlin, second by Wendland to refer all communication to the appropriate committees.  Motion carried.

Fire Department report on file.

Public Safety Committee met April 2, 2008.  Committee will meet first Wednesday of each month at 6 p.m.

Police Department report on file.

Discussion was held regarding liquor license for Bonduel Broncos.  Motion by Reisner, second by Brockman to approve license.  Motion carried.  Leitzke abstained.

Discussion was held regarding operator licenses for Veronica Rotter and Stephanie Rouse.  Motion by Leitzke, second by Reisner to approve licenses subject to background checks.  Motion carried.

Staszak updated the Board on issues discussed in recent Police Department staff meeting.

EMS report on file.

Administrative Committee meeting was cancelled.  No report.  Next meeting Tuesday, April 29, 2008.

Clerk/Treasurer report on file.

Municipal Operations Committee met April 1, 2008.  Items on agenda.

Municipal Operations Department report on file.

Municipal Operations Committee will meet second Tuesday of each month at 6:00 p.m.  The Committee will hold a staff meeting with the Municipal Operations Department members on Tuesday, April 22, 2008, at 7:00 a.m. at the DMO building.

Zoning Board of Appeals did not meet.  No report.  Variance request by Kwik Trip will be discussed next month.

Library Board did not meet.  Library report on file.  Board will meet April 28, 2008.

Plan Commission meeting was cancelled.  No report.  Meeting date will remain the same, second Wednesday of each month.

Fire Commission met April 10, 2008, at Hartland Town Hall.  Discussed non-payment of accident call; motion was made to send past-due bill to attorney for collection.  Discussed inspection classes; no action was taken.  Discussed delinquent membership, meeting attendance and training classes; Chief Woldt will send letter to individuals who are delinquent.  Discussed FEMA grant.  Commission will meet third Thursday of each month at 6:30 p.m.  Next meeting will be May 15, 2008, at the Hartland Town Hall.

Bonduel Business Association met April 9, 2008.  Received update on bus tour but no update on the walking trail.  Discussed benches for downtown; received suggestions to send out letters to businesses requesting donations.  Discussed Bonduel apparel purchase.  Received proposal by Results Broadcasting to do ads to promote Bonduel On-the-Town day April 29, 2008, Shawano County ribbon cutting ceremony, Village Open House the first weekend in May, and Village-wide rummage sale May 16 & 17, 2008.  Winners of Bonduel Bucks at Home & Cottage Show were announced.  Bonduel website will be updated to include above dates and activities.

President’s report:  Staszak is now a member of the Shawano County Board and is serving on Tribal Affairs, County Library and Maple Lane Health Center committees.

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee met Monday, April 14, 2008.  Discussed recommendation to School Board that girls’ softball be run through the school system as part of summer school.  Discussed women’s softball.  Hockey league is co-oped with Shawano and is looking for ice rinks in Bonduel.  Discussed construction of concession stand.  Next meeting May 12, 2008.  Staszak suggested having Municipal Operations Committee set goals and objectives in writing for BARC so organizations will have written guidance for scheduling their activities.  Bat & Ball Club circulated letter asking for donations because Village did not have funds for them; Staszak suggested Municipal Operations Committee or BARC discuss Village response at their next meetings.

Pavilion Ad Hoc Committee met April 7, 2008.  They will present their report to Municipal Operations Committee by June 2008.  Committee tabulated results of April 1, 2008, survey:  347 people voted in election; 266 people completed survey. Results will be taken into consideration at next meeting, May 13, 2008, at 5:00 p.m.  Survey did not give monetary value of options.  Results of survey were: 22 leave as is, 178 renovate/repair, 22 tear down, 44 rebuild; increased taxes: 203 yes, 63 no; personally contribute 127 yes, 127 no.  Goal is to have three estimates for greatest response to bring to Municipal Operations by next month; meetings have been set with three providers.

Discussion was held regarding Village Board committee and commission appointments.  Motion by Mueller, second by Wendland, to approve Village Board committees and Board commission appointments as presented.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Shawano County Humane Society Basic Service Agreement.  Changes recommended:  Paragraph 9 of agreement amended to read “an animal” rather than “a dog,” Paragraph 12 amended to select both 12-a and 12-b rather than 12-b only, and language should be added which would require Humane Society to provide detailed accounting of costs and revenue.  Motion by Tinlin to approve Service Agreement with changes as recommended, second by Reisner.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding first quarter per diems.  Motion by Tinlin, second by Brockman to approve first quarter per diems as presented.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Charles & Judy Truax insurance claim.  Midwest Claims Service recommended the Village deny the claim.  Motion by Brockman to deny insurance claim, second by Reisner.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Village Hall cleaning services.  Municipal Operations Committee recommended the bid from B&R.  Motion by Wendland, second by Reisner to accept B&R bid.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding Village Board’s goals/priorities and economic growth.  Plan Commission is still working on this.  Motion by Mueller to postpone discussion and possible action on Board’s goals/priorities and economic growth, second by Tinlin.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding approval of invoice payments and treasurer’s report.  Staszak recommended the Board consider both items together.  Motion by Mueller, second by Wendland to approve payments and treasurer’s report together.  Motion carried.  Discussed requirement that Board members who did not approve the annual budget were not eligible to approve monthly payments.  Motion by Mueller, second by Reisner to approve payments as presented and treasurer’s report.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding announcements as listed on agenda.

At 9:23 p.m., motion by Brockman, second by Wendland to move to closed session for purpose of discussing labor relations.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1)(e)].  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.

At 9:33 p.m., motion by Reisner, second by Brockman to return to open session.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.
