Village of Bonduel

Village Board Meeting

May 20, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Mel Wendland called the meeting to order.   Present were Kristy Brockman, Jim Tinlin, and Vicki Mueller.  Absent were Jeremy Leitzke, Stuart Reisner, and Shawn Thorne.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read. 

Agenda and minutes were approved by consensus.

Matthew and Terri Golie, 126 S. First Street, addressed the board regarding the village ordinance for orderly conduct 9.10(b) and ask to look at 9.10(5)(a) in regards to the keeping of snakes and rats. They wish to breed pythons and sell them.  They asked to consider raising the length of the snakes to 6 feet.  This item is referred to the Public Safety Committee and the removal of the rats will be on hold until after the meeting.  Tinlin made a motion to refer to the Public Safety Committee.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Communications:  Received information from Attorney Tim Schmid on Certificate of Insurances.  In addition, a dividend check from LWMMI was received for $6,451.00.

Public Safety – no report

Police Department – report on file.  Officers have updated their training.  

Fire Department – report on file.  A question was asked regarding the location of the hose washing and testing.  Steve will check if there is a better option for the Fire Department.

No EMS report.

Administrative Committee – no report.  Next meeting is May 26 at 6:00 p.m.  Clerk-Treasurer report on file.  In addition, committee agendas will now be on the village web site.  They will appear on the same page as the calendar where we list the dates of the committee meeting.

Municipal Operations Committee – met on May 14.  Items are on agenda.  Minutes in packet.

Department of Municipal Operations report – [Thorne arrived at 7:35 p.m.]  Force main had a hole drilled through by the company installing the electric lines.  It is at least $10,000 for parts.  May get bills from electrical contractor but not sure.  Police Department remodeling is almost complete. A graduate forestry student is willing to put a tree management program at no cost to the village.  There is condensation in the new building –working with contractor to resolve.  Shawano County will not be participating in the traffic study.

Wendland welcomed Shawn Thorne as a new board member.

Zoning Board of Appeals – no report

Library Board – met March 31, 2009.  The open house was held on April 25.  The Shawano County Library Committee met at the library on Monday, May 18.  Report on file.  

Plan Commission – no report

Fire Commission – minutes from meeting in packet.  

Bonduel Area Business Association – met May 13, 2009.  Talked about the Main Street Program, Founder’s Day, advertising.

President’s Report – no report.

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – Discussed a Run/Walk on Founder’s Day.  Will be meeting the second Monday in June at 6:00 p.m.
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Discussion was held on televising and sewer cleaning bids.  The goal is that in 20 years the entire sewer main will be completely televised.  Mueller made a motion to award contract to Great Lakes for $5,875.00.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on park located on the corner of East Green Bay Street and South Cecil Street.  The State owns the property but there is a chance that we could have ownership some day.  Lion’s Club has maintained the park over the years.  Mueller made a motion to introduce resolution 2009-01, naming the park Lions Park.  Brockman seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.   We have a right to use it but it could be revoked only if the Department of Transportation uses it for highway use.  Resolution passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on air conditioning bill for new library.  This was to have been taken care of by the former owner.  The bill is for $2,146.62.  Mueller made a motion to pay Gerondale Heating and Cooling and to contact our attorney to file small claims court against John Engel.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Discussion was held on the resolution for the 2008 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report for the sewer utility.  System is graded and we received an “A”.   Report is then submitted to DNR.  Mueller introduced resolution 2009-02.  Thorne seconded.  Roll call vote was taken. Passed unanimously.

Discussion was held on the GIS Map Books and engineering services with Strand.  Berndt explained the scope of the project.  This will cost $6,900.  Cost would be shared between the sewer, water and village.  Mueller made a motion to approve the contract and to share the cost between sewer, water and village.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion was held on the sign for municipal parking lot at South Cecil Street and West Green Bay Street.  Sign will say “Downtown Parking”.  No overnight parking will be allowed.  Brockman made a motion to purchase sign to be placed at South Cecil and West Green Bay Street saying downtown parking and no overnight parking.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion was held on the TDS request for support of TDS’s effort to expand Internet.  They are applying through the stimulus package for funding for the project.  A separate letter will be sent to request a review of the Bonduel rates.  Brockman made a motion to send two letters to TDS for support and review of rates.  Thorne seconded.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Discussion was held on resolution for designating public depository.  Mueller introduced resolution 2009-03 for public depository.  Brockman seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Resolution passed.  

Discussion was held on the resolution for Census 2010.  Brockman introduced resolution 2009-04 in support of the complete count for Census 2010.  Mueller seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Resolution passed.
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Wendland made a motion to postpone the 2010 Census Committee.  Thorne seconded.    Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on approval of Plan Commission member.  Wendland is recommending putting Jeff Mueller on the Plan Commission.  Wendland made a motion to approve Jeff Mueller as a Plan Commission member.  Thorne seconded.  Motion carried.  Mueller – abstained.

By consensus, the approval of payments and the Treasurer’s Report were combined.  

Mueller motion to approve the payment of vouchers for the village, utility, TIF, Fire Department, and EMS and to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Brockman seconded.   Motion carried unanimously.
