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Village of Bonduel

Village Board Meeting

June 17, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Mel Wendland called the meeting to order.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Jeremy Leitzke, Jim Tinlin, and Vicki Mueller.  Shawn Thorne and Stuart Reisner were absent at call to order.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read.

Motion by Mueller, second by Leitzke, to approve agenda as printed and to deviate from the order as necessary.  Motion carried.

Motion by Brockman, second by Tinlin, to approve minutes from the May 20, 2009, meeting as printed.  Motion carried.

Citizens present were:  Steve Berndt, Director of Municipal Operations; Robbie Woldt, Fire Chief; Terry Golie, 126 S. First Street; Connie Witterholt of Witterholt’s Bonduel Bowl; Darlene Okoromadu; Katie Lundt; Brian Cairns of Bonduel Cub Scouts Pack 3024.

Discussion was held regarding maintaining of snakes greater than two feet in length and also rodents at 126 S. First Street.  Tinlin spoke on behalf of the Public Safety Committee.  According to Village Attorney Tim Schmid, current ordinance does not cover rodents; therefore, the Golies are permitted to keep their rodents.  However, Schmid recommended that an ordinance be adopted to cover rodents in the future.  The Committee had discussed the possibility of creating a resolution that would allow the Golies, and only the Golies, to keep snakes greater than two feet in length for as long as they reside in the village; however the resolution would contain a number of covenants, including warning signs at every entry and unannounced police inspections.  Attorney Schmid advised against changing the ordinance to benefit one resident only, and the Committee is in agreement with that advice.  Ms. Golie addressed the Board and displayed photos of their snakes, stating they currently own nine ball pythons, the largest being four feet in length, with potential to attain maximum length of six feet.  [Stuart Reisner arrived 7:15 p.m.]  As it stands now, the Golie’s are permitted to keep their rodents and any snakes under two feet in length, provided they are caged and kept indoors.  Motion by Mueller, second by Brockman, not to pass a resolution that would change the ordinance creating an exception for Matthew and Terri Golie, 126 S. First Street, which would allow them to keep snakes greater than two feet in length.  Tinlin recommended the issue be sent back to Public Safety Committee to discuss and prepare an ammended ordinance that would affect the entire community and address not only snakes, but other animals and reptiles as well.  Motion carried as amended by Tinlin. 

Discussion was held on permitting the Bonduel Cub Scouts to use the second floor of the Village Hall for their meetings.  Brian Cairns addressed the Board on behalf of the Scouts, stating they are currently meeting in the school commons, but frequently have scheduling conflicts and the commons is not conducive to their meetings.  Cairns referred to the letter sent to the Board by Cub Scout Leader Windi Perry, stating the Scouts would maintain the room and also patrol around the building to keep the area clean.  Scouts would also be willing to volunteer for other Village projects as needed.  Cairns stated that handicapped accessibility is not an issue at present.  Scouts meet Tuesdays at 6:00 pm; meetings last approximately 1-1/2 hours with 27-30 in attendance.  There was discussion regarding work that needs to be done to prepare the room for community use (cleaning, locks, keys, doors to secure Village areas).  Cairns stated their first meeting is in September but they could wait until room is ready for use.  Motion by Mueller, second by Reisner, that the Bonduel Cub Scouts be permitted to hold their meetings in the former library and that the Scouts work with Director of Municipal Operations Steve Berndt and the Municipal Operations Committee to prepare the room to be used as a meeting space and prepare a storage area to be used by the Scouts.  The area can be used by any group.  Motion carried.

Communication:  President Wendland stated TDS responded to the Village’s request for a rate review.  According to letter from TDS, the only discount program they provide is service package deals; however, they also offer residential customers ala carte pricing so they may choose only those services they desire.  Costs were outlined in the letter from TDS.  The Board agreed to take no further action.

Memo received from Shawano County Planning and Development Department stating they adopted a Comprehensive Plan.  A copy is on file in the Village Clerk’s office.

Committee reports:  [Shawn Thorne arrived 7:45 p.m.]

Public Safety Committee report was presented by Jim Tinlin.  Committee had discussed the ordinance governing exotic pets; their recommendation is included as part of previous discussion.  

Discussion was held on the operator’s license applications.  The Public Safety Committee recommended that four operator’s licenses be denied: Diann Spice and Darlene Okoromadu because police background checks revealed applicants have three criminal violations, and Joshua Slewinski and Sterling Schreiber because applications were filled out incorrectly (one applicant did not list a felony and the other did not put full name).  Letters were sent to inform Slewinski and Schreiber that if they resubmit a correct application, they can apply again; the two false applications have not been corrected.  Darlene Okoromadu addressed the Board to explain circumstances surrounding the misdemeanors she was charged with; misdemeanors go back to 1992-93, with no other charges since then except one moving traffic violation in 2006-07.  Tinlin moved that the Board approve all operator’s licenses except Diann Spice, Sterling Schreiber and Joshua Slewinski; Darlene Okoromadu is approved contingent upon verification that there are not three felonies on her record.  Schreiber and Slewinski have the right to reapply in 60 days.  Second by Reisner.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Discussion was held on the 2009-2010 liquor license applications.  The Public Safety Committee recommended that all liquor licenses be approved with the exception of AMICOS, which has unpaid personal property taxes and cannot have a liquor license until taxes are paid.  Motion by Tinlin, second by Leitzke, to approve all liquor licenses including AMICOS, pending payment of their personal property tax.  Motion carried. 

Fire Department report on file.  Discussion was held regarding hose testing and resultant water discoloration. Feasibility of an alternate testing location was discussed.

Police Department report on file.  

EMS reports for April and May on file. Requests were made that EMS provide individuals’ full names in future reports as well as an updated membership list.  Wendland will pass the requests on to the EMS.

Administrative Committee report was presented by Brockman.  Minutes from May 26, 2009, meeting are in packet.  Items are on this agenda.  Next meeting Tuesday, June 30, at 6:00 p.m.

Clerk/Treasurer report on file.  Tinlin pointed out Attorney Tim Schmid’s recommendation that timeframe for reapplication for liquor and operators licenses be changed from 60 days to six months; issue was sent to Administrative Committee.

Municipal Operations Committee report was presented by Mueller.  Minutes from June 11, 2009, meeting are in packet and items are on the agenda.  Discussion was held regarding status of pavilion update and the possibility of donations and community fund raising.  No action taken.

Department of Municipal Operations report was presented by Berndt.  Items are on the agenda.

Zoning Board of Appeals:  No report.

Library report on file. 

Plan Commission:  No meeting in June; will meet in July 1.

Fire Commission report was presented by Brockman.  Commission held election of officers and discussed Mill Creek Log Homes bill and coverage for Town of Waukechon.

Bonduel Area Business Association report was presented by Wendland.  Association met June 10, 2009, with only four persons in attendance, none of whom were business owners.  Discussion was held regarding Founder’s Day and Main Street Program.

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee was presented by Mueller.  Committee will meet June 29, 2009, at 6:00 p.m. to discuss and organize the Founder’s Day Run/Walk.

Presidents report:  Wendland suggested changing the Village Board meeting from the third Wednesday to the second Wednesday of each month.  After discussion, it was agreed without opposition to place the issue on the Board’s next agenda to create an ordinance to effect the change.  Wendland spoke with a representative of Shawano County regarding the possibility of a meeting with Bonduel businesses, industries and realtors, to discuss marketing ideas to promote the village.  The issue was discussed but no action was taken.

Discussion was held regarding proposed new ordinance to repeal Ordinance 2008-03, which had been passed to appoint a Village Trustee as a liaison to the Bonduel Civic Association.  Reisner introduced  Ordinance 2009-03, Boards and Commissions.  Thorne seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion was held regarding Local Government Property Insurance Fund policy renewal.  Three deductible amounts were quoted.  Current deductible is $500.  Motion by Leitzke, second by Mueller, to raise deductible to $1,000.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding request from Wayne Ort of Wayne’s Place for permission to have alcohol consumption outside their premises for special events.  Motion by Leitzke, second by Tinlin, to grant permission effective with date of Ort’s letter until November 1, 2009.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding 2008 Consumer Confidence Report.  Report must be sent to all water consumers within our jurisdiction.  Upon recommendation by Municipal Operations Committee, Mueller moved that report be distributed by a local non-profit group in return for a donation of no more than $500.  Second by Leitzke.  Brockman recommended Report be place on the Village website.  Motion carried with Brockman’s additional recommendation.

Discussion was held regarding curb at 125 N. Washington Street (library) and concrete work at library, Fire Department and the downtown clock base.  Berndt presented quotations from C&C Construction and DS Concrete LLC.  Upon recommendation by Municipal Operations Committee, Mueller moved that C&C Construction be contracted for curb and gutter at library and concrete base being provided by Village for downtown-corner clock donated by Reisner Insurance and that apron project at Public Safety Building be sent back to Committee to determine how many sections need to be done.  Second by Wendland.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding downtown parking lot.  Berndt presented striping map of the area and a suggested landscaping map, along with a landscaping quote from Apple Valley Nursery & Orchards LLC for $7,416.00.  Sign for the lot includes “No Overnight Parking” message.  Only local not-for-profit organizations would be permitted to have sales.  Municipal Operations Committee recommended that Board approve the striping but that landscaping be done in stages by local civic groups.  Motion by Wendland, second by Tinlin, to approve Berndt’s drawing for parking lot striping.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding razing the building at 517 Commerce Court.  Berndt presented a copy of an Order to Raze and Remove Building signed June 17, 2009, ordering that John S. Engel raze and remove the structure damaged by fire on or about February 14, 2009.  Also presented was a copy of a document from Bay Architects LLC attesting that the building is deemed unsafe.  The Board’s approval is required before the Order can be served on Engel.  Motion by Mueller, second by Brockman, to approve Raze Order for fire-gutted building at 517 Commerce Court.  Motion carried.

Discussion on appointment of 2010 Census Committee was postponed to the next month’s meeting.

Discussion was held on security cameras for Public Safety Building.  Tinlin, speaking on behalf of Public Safety Committee, stated wiring is in place and recommends purchase of security cameras.  Camera is required in interview room; digital system could be monitored by Shawano dispatch.  Officer Perry has applied for a grant to reimburse the cost.  Motion by Tinlin, second by Leitzke, to approve $3,000.00 for computer and cameras.  Motion carried.

Approval of payment vouchers and Treasurer’s Report were combined by consensus.  Motion by Muller, second by Wendland, to approve vouchers and Treasurer’s Report as printed.  Motion carried.
