Village Board

August 20, 2008

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Jeremy Leitzke, Jim Tinlin, Stuart Reisner, Vicki Mueller and Mel Wendland.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read. 

The agenda and minutes from the July 16, 2008 meeting were approved by consensus.

Acknowledgement of Citizens:  Steve Berndt, Mike Ruelle, Tim Ryan, Shawano Leader, Robbie Woldt, Doug Erdman of Results Broadcasting.  

Fire Department Report – on file.  

Discussion was held on Police Department renovations.  Jim Tinlin presented what was discussed at the Public Safety Committee.  Quotes were to be received for the board meeting but as of this meeting, no quotes were received.  A two-year plan to renovate the current Fire Department building was discussed.  Mueller made a motion to refer this item back to the Public Safety Committee.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Mueller made a motion to go into closed session at 7:09 p.m. for purpose of discussing hiring a police officer  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemption (1) (c) & (e)].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session and for the purpose of discussing investing of public funds in donated Kwik Trip property.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (e)].  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Closed session for hiring a police officer and Kwik Trip property.  Tinlin seconded  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.  

Mueller made a motion to return to open session at 8:36 p.m.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on former Kwik Trip property.  Staszak made a motion to accept the Kwik Trip property with a thank you to the Kwik Trip Corporation for such a generous donation.  Brockman seconded.  A letter and plaque will be placed at the new Kwik Trip.  Motion carried.
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Staszak made a motion to accept the proposal from Mill Creek Homes with minor adjustments.  Wendland seconded.  In this proposal, the Village would swap the old Kwik Trip property and property located at 125 N. Washington Street, currently owned by John Engel.  A portion of the parking lot would be retained by the village and used for municipal parking.  Motion carried.  

Staszak made a motion to seek the Library Board input on using the property located at 125 N. Washington Street as a library.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.

Mueller commented on the generous donation to the Village, which allows us to move forward in our community.  

Chief Ruelle introduced Kyle Kubacki to the Board.  Staszak made a motion to hire Kyle Kubacki as a Bonduel Police officer and direct Chief Ruelle to prepare the formal offer.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.  

Staszak motion to approve the eligibility list for the Police Department.  Tinlin seconded.  Motion carried.

Staszak made a motion to approve sending Del Zuleger to the Police Academy sponsored by the Village of Bonduel but paid for by the State.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.  

Public Safety Committee – A meeting was held on August 6.  Items are on agenda.

EMS Report – on file.

Administrative Committee – met on July 29.  Labor Committee is continuing to work on negotiations.  Next meeting is Tuesday, August 26. 

Communications:  Mel Wendland submitted communication regarding the drug paraphernalia ordinance that was passed.  The ordinance is incorrect and needs to be re-drafted.  Referred back to the Public Safety Committee.

Zoning Board of Appeals – a request for a variance has been filed so the Board will be meeting within the next month.

Library Board – no meeting.

Plan Commission – discussed grocery store, economic development and the Village signs are moving forward.
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President’s Report – Grocery store ad hoc committee postponed.

Fire Commission – met July 17 and August 19.  Discussed a fire bill appeal, 2009 budget and fire department billings.

President’s Report – Need volunteers for Founder’s Day to be in the Village/Business Association booth.

Discussion was held on the Trip Intercept Policy for debts placed on the TRIP for the Village.  Mueller made a motion to approve the policy.  Leitzke seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the appointment of a Village Board member to the Bonduel Civic Association.  Tinlin made a motion to appoint Grant Staszak until August 2009.  Leitzke seconded.  Motion carried.  Mueller – nay.

Discussion was held on an Economic Development Survey.  The Plan Commission recommended this to the Village Board.  The project is estimated to cost $1,750.  This could be used as for economic development.  No action was taken.

[Brockman left at 9:37 p.m.]

Discussion was held on a sidewalk project.  The estimated project cost without engineering costs would be $75,000.  The Municipal Operations Committee is recommending doing half the project in 2009 and the balance in 2010.  

[Brockman returned at 9:40 p.m.]

Mueller made a motion to repair half the sidewalks on the designated sidewalk area in 2009 and the balance in 2010.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.  Staszak – nay.

Discussion was held on East Park Street barricades.  The Public Safety Committee is recommending placing the barricades at the bar for use during ball games.  These would be used for slowing traffic not blocking traffic.  Tinlin made a motion to use the barricades on E. Park Street to slow traffic during ball games.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Police Chief – report on file.  

Discussion was held on operator’s licenses for Rhea Laurent and Annie Wochinski.  Tinlin made a motion to approve these licenses.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.
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Discussion was held on the request from Wayne’s Place to extend the special events permit to September 6.  Brockman made a motion to approve this request.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the Packerland Broadband’s request for a direct seller’s permit.  Tinlin made a motion to waive the fee for the background check.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Accounts Payable and the Treasurer’s Report was approved by consensus.

Wendland made a motion to go into closed session at 10:10 p.m. for purpose of discussing labor relations.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c) & (e)].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  (e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Mueller seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion passed.  Brockman – nay.
