Village Board

September 17, 2008

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance, President Grant Staszak called the meeting to order.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Vicki Mueller, Mel Wendland, and Jeremy Leitzke.  Jim Tinlin and Stuart Reisner were absent.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read.

The agenda and to deviate from the order of the agenda was approved by consensus.

The minutes from the August 20, 2008 meeting were approved by consensus.

Acknowledgement of Citizens:  Steve Caelwaerts of Kwik Trip and Eric Krause

A resolution of appreciation was presented to Eric Krause and to Steve Caelwaerts of Kwik Trip.  

Recess called at 7:08 p.m.  Meeting was called back to order at 7:12 p.m.

Communication:  Packerland Broadband.

Public Safety Committee:  Fire Department report on file.  Police Department report on file.  

Discussion was held on operator’s licenses for Tom Herman and Tina Krueger.  Brockman made a motion to approve the licenses.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

EMS report on file.  

Administrative Committee – minutes in packet.  Question was asked on the talks with Cecil.  

Municipal Operations – met September 9 and reviewed the budget.  

Department of Municipal Operations Report – Currently they are moving all the equipment into the storage building; site work around new building.  Working with contractor on library building.  Kwik Trip is also being remodeled.  Price quotes on asphalt paving at the Kwik Trip property are $7,748 for asphalt paving from contractor for building.  Jenda also submitted a quote.  A quote for striping is also needed. This is just to fill in where the pumps sat.  This will be referred to Municipal Operations Committee.

Zoning Board of Appeals – meeting was held on September 10.  Vanden Plas requested a variance on the fence code for a six-foot fence around their property.  This was approved but they are required to keep it two feet off the property line.
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Library Board – report on file.

Plan Commission – meeting held on September 10.  Commission talked about the economic growth and survey.  Commission met September 17 regarding a certified survey map.

Fire Commission – minutes in packet.  Meeting is scheduled for September 18.

Bonduel Area Business Association  – Reviewed Founder’s Day, clothing, how to handle benches over the winter.  

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee- School has adopted Fund 80 which would have all the recreation programs going under the school programs.  It is unknown if summer baseball will be remaining under the program.  This will be for the entire district.  Bonduel Area Recreation Committee will probably be disbanded and there would be another separate board for that program.  

Discussion was held on the 2008 budget. Currently we are looking at a deficit for 2008.  Barb will provide un-reconciled Budget report for committee meetings to review at their meetings.

Discussion was held on economic growth.  No action taken.

Discussion was held on the 2009 budget.  No action taken.  

Discussion was held on the resolution for certified survey map for North Street and N Cecil Street.  The Plan Commission recommended approval contingent on driveway and wetlands.  Department of Transportation has restrictions on the current Highway 117 driveway.  Brockman introduced the resolution for the approval contingent on the driveway approval.  Wendland seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Resolution passed.  

Discussion was held on the payments and the Treasurer’s Report.  Additions and a change order report for the building was presented.  Motion to approve the accounts payable with changes and the change order for building.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.  

A motion by Wendland to go into closed session at 8:24 p.m. for the purpose of discussing labor relations.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c) & (e)].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  
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(e) Deliberation or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried. 

Staszak made a motion to return to open session at 8:45 p.m.  Leitzke seconded.  Roll call vote was taken.  Motion carried.
