Village Board

October 14, 2009

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence, President Mel Wendland called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Jeremy Leitzke,  Stuart Reisner, and Vicki Mueller.   Shawn Thorne was absent.  

Mueller made a motion to approve the agenda and to deviate from the order as necessary.  Brockman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Leitzke made a motion to approve minutes of September 9.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.  Brockman abstained.  

[Thorne arrived at 5:34 p.m.]

Citizens present:  Sharon Wussow and Dick Sibert.

Discussion was held on new board member.  Two candidates were interested in the position, Sharon Wussow and Dick Sibert.  Wendland made a motion to appoint Sharon Wussow as new trustee to fill Jim Tinlin’s position.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held  on financing of future projects in the village.  Jim Mann of Ehler’s presented two options for financing potential projects.  Jim is recommending Option 1 and not borrow funds until 2011 and to refinance the BAN.  Ehler’s would start preparing the documents.  Ehlers would prepare options to how the debt is structured and set the sale for possibly Dec or Jan.  Mueller made a motion to prepare the paperwork for option 1 to prepare for refinance of the Bond Anticipation Note (BAN).  Reisner seconded.  Will bring back options to the November 11 meeting.  Motion carried.

Communication from SOS K9 was referred back to the Public Safety Committee.

Public Safety – EMS report on file.  

Administrative Committee – met on September 29.  Discussed the budget and the Personnel Handbook.  Clerk – Treasurer Report on file.

Municipal Operations Committee – met September 23.  Items on agenda.  Steve is to look at right of way on Mill Street, cross walk for downtown, and central signage for the businesses.  

Zoning Board of Appeals – no report

Library Board – set the budget, report on file.  Working on buying a new copy machine and computers.  The library received money from Nicolet for computers.

Fire Commission – meeting was held on September 17.

Bonduel Area Recreation Committee – no meeting.  

Bonduel Area Business Association – meeting was held on September 21 at 5:30.  Discussed Founder’s Day, upcoming events.
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Discussion was held on committee assignments.  Wendland is recommending to have Shawn Thorne appointed as chairperson of Public Safety and to appoint Sharon Wussow to Public Safety.  Also to appoint Sharon Wussow to the Library Board.  Reisner made a motion to approve the new appointments.  Mueller seconded.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on stray dog personnel.  Public Safety talked to Marvin Gehm about picking up stray dogs and taking them to the Humane Society.  A contract will be drawn up and presented at the next meeting.  Postpone by consensus.  

Discussion was held on 2010 Home Show.  Terry Westphal will once again share the booth with the village and has put money down to receive the early discount.  The cost will be shared with the Business Association and the Civic Association.  Reisner made a motion to approve participation at the 2010 Home Show.  Brockman seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the Cedar Park ball field.  Delineation report should be received in the next day or so.  This will still need to be reviewed by the DNR and Army Corp of Engineers.  No further action was taken.

[Brockman left at 6:33 p.m.]

Discussion was held on the resolutions for Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS).  Randy Wichlacz explained what the agreement entails.  This agreement would be with Pulaski and Brown County.  Leitzke introduced resolutions 2009 –8 and 2009 –9.  Thorne seconded.  Roll call vote was taken. Call vote was taken.  Resolutions passed.  Brockman absent.

[Brockman returned at 6:45 p.m.]

Public Safety – Fire Department report on file.  244 kids were talked to during Fire Prevention week.  Trucks have all been serviced.  

Discussion was held on the Fire Department 2010 budget. Pagers are going narrow band January 1, 2011.  Turnout gear would be for the guys that pass the class.  Mercury monitor – this sits by itself and sprays water on the fire.  Hartland approved option B.  Woldt felt that the turnout gear could get by for another year.  Reisner made a motion to put option B in the preliminary budget.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.
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Police Department report on file.  Video camera has been having problems and Casey has been in communication with Kustom Signals.  It is beyond repair.  Kustom Signal is looking at giving us some credit for a product that has not worked well in the last 3 years.  Municipal citations are going through electronically and all bugs are worked out.  

Discussion was held on the 2010 library budget.  Reisner made a motion to recommend this to the preliminary budget.  Thorne seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the Police Chief  job description.  Job description will need to be updated by the Public Safety Committee before it can be advertised.  Thorne made a motion to refer this back to the Public Safety Committee.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.  

Thorne made a motion to refer the Police Chief ad back to the Public Safety Committee. Reisner seconded.  Motion carried..  

Discussion was held on the police vehicle.  Money can be used from the 2009 budget that was not used for operating expenses.  Additionally, there would be money to pay off current loan as well.  Wussow made a motion to purchase the vehicle and equipment for $33,696 and pay off balance of the old vehicle.  Brockman seconded.  The dollars would comes out of current year operating budget.  Motion carried.  Reisner – nay.

Discussion was held on the third quarter per diems.  Reisner made a motion to approve the per diems.  Wendland seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on municipal court TRIP interface that Shawano is looking to purchase this year.  The cost to the village would be $659.20.  Thorne made a motion to approve the $659.20 to pay for the TRIP interface.  Wussow seconded.  Motion carried.  Reisner – nay.

Discussion was held on the 2010 sewer utility budget.  Mueller made a motion to approve the 2010 budget.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the 2010 budget.  Postpone budget by consensus.

Mueller made a motion to approve the payment of vouchers for the village, utility, TIF, Fire Department, and the EMS.  Thorne seconded.  Motion carried.

Mueller made a motion to approve Treasurer’s report.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.  
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Mueller made a motion to go into closed session for purpose of discussing personnel reviews.  [Pursuant to Wis. State Statutes, Chapter 19, General Duties of Public Officials, subchapter V, 19.85 exemptions (1) (c)].  (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  Thorne seconded.  Roll call vote was taken. Motion carried.  8:36 p.m.

Reisner made a motion to return to open session at 9:15 p.m.  Wussow seconded.  Roll call vote was taken. Motion carried.

Thorne made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m.  Reisner seconded.  Motion carried.
