Plan Commission

April 1, 2009

Grant Staszak called the Plan Commission meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present were Kristy Brockman, Lyle Wussow, Steve Berndt.  Absent were Barb S., Terry Westphal, and Ron Drage.  Also present were Barb Block and Virginia Kauffman of Tigerton, Robyn Miller, Mel Wendland, Ken Mueller, and Steve Sengstock.  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read. 

Agenda and minutes were approved by consensus.

Discussion was held on the Main Street program.  Virginia Kauffman from the Tigerton Main Street Program provided information.  Applications are made to the State every two years.  In the fall, they have an informational meeting to go through the application process.  Tigerton has been in since 1993.  It is important to have the village backing.  Tigerton gives $15,000 every year to the program and the rest needs to be raised.  A good core of volunteers is needed.  There is a Board of Directors and Committees.  There are many benefits for the businesses from the state through this program.  Additional information can be found on the UW Extension web site.  Additional discussion followed regarding the Main Street Program for Bonduel.  Brockman made a motion to see if there is an interest with each Plan Commission member seeking a person of interest for the Main Street program and bring the name and the commitment to the next meeting.  Wussow seconded.  Motion carried.  

Discussion was held on the Home Show.  Village, Civic and Business Association are sharing a booth.  Staszak gave an update on what is happening the weekend.  No action taken.

Discussion was held on the stop light at Express Way and South Cecil Street.  The entire process will take until November when a report is submitted to the Department of Transportation.  At that point, the Department of Transportation would give a decision as to what they would allow.  Once the board approves the contract for services, it will be a combined effort between Strand and East Central Planning Commission.  No action taken.  

Discussion was held on visiting on Bonduel businesses.  Brockman made a motion to postpone until May.  Berndt seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on village economic growth priority.  The new chairperson of the Plan Commission can decide what do with this issue.  No action taken.
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Department of Municipal Operations report.  Working with Stuart Reisner regarding the new clock, they wish to put uptown in memory of Larry Reisner.  The village is working with the Department of Transportation to allow this to be placed on this park property.  Suggestion to give the park a name on an official basis.  It is referred to as Lions Park so that would be the suggestion to name the park.  There is also a plan to put together landscaping plans for the former Kwik Trip area, which is now the municipal parking lot. A sign would be put up to identify it has a municipal parking lot.  Mike Kunesh is going to replace some of his signs on the properties that the village had for sale.  There is no response yet to see if we can rent the backside of welcome signs.  

Bonduel Area Business Association – there has been low attendance at the last few meetings.  The 2009 brochure is complete and working to organize the Home Show.  Next meeting is April 11, 2009.  

Neighbors of the Sheldon Born residence have approached Wussow.  They are asking what can be done to clean up the area. In addition, the house next to the Equity Barns has junk lying all over.  Steve will check out to see if there are any violations to the ordinance.  

Staszak expressed his appreciation to the committee for their service.
