Plan Commission

July 1, 2009

Chairperson Mel Wendland called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present were Barb Swiecichowski, Jeff Mueller and Steve Berndt.  Kristy Brockman and Terry Westpahl were absent.  Also present was Barb Wickman, representing the Bonduel Area Business Association (BABA).  A statement regarding the posting of the meeting was read.

Motion by Mueller, second by Berndt, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.

Motion by Berndt, second by Wendland, to approve minutes of the April 1, 2009 meeting as printed.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding round table discussion with local businesses, industries and realtors.  Wendland suggested these groups be contacted to begin informal discussions regarding economic development which they feel would complement Bonduel’s current businesses.  Wendland quoted information received by Village Clerk Barb Wickman at recent League of Wisconsin Municipalities Clerks/Treasurers Conference.  “It is important to talk to current industry to see what they need to cause more value to their business.  In order to grow they need a master plan.  Rolls that the municipalities could play include: Review the current zoning, review the feasibility of existing land-use plans, establish targeted marketing efforts, develop a community preparedness plan, to name a few.”  Motion by Mueller, second by Swiecichowski, that by the August 5, 2009 Plan Commission meeting, there will be a complete list of businesses and industries to be invited to the round table discussion as well as a draft of the invitation letter to be sent to them.  Participants would be invited to the Commission’s September 2, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding participation in the 2010 Wolf River Builders Association Home and Cottage Show.  Cost of a booth is $295. Arrangements similar to 2008 will be looked into.  Cost will be shared with the Bonduel Area Business Association and Bonduel Civic Association.  Motion by Berndt, second by Mueller, to table the issue until next month’s meeting when more information will be available.  Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the Main Street Program, a State program for revitalization of downtown businesses.  Municipalities must qualify; grants and planning assistance are available to improve downtown areas and promote economic development; applications are accepted every two years.  To begin preparation for future application, the Bonduel Area Business Association is seeking representatives from each segment of the business community who could be spokespersons before the Plan Commission and Village Board regarding issues, priorities and needs unique to each segment.  Program would also require a core of volunteers.  Motion by Mueller, second by Swiecichowski, to table the issue until next month’s meeting.  Motion carried.

Announcements:

Berndt requested that discussion regarding “Welcome to Bonduel” signs be included on next meeting agenda.

Berndt announced that the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission (ECWRPC) is updating the map of its service areas.  Map would project where municipalities might anticipate extending sewer service in the future and includes the Shawano Lake area, of which Bonduel is a part.  Process will be completed by early 2010; Berndt will bring periodic updates to future meetings for Plan Commission to review. 

Motion by Mueller, second by Swiecichowski, to adjourn.  Next meeting August 5, 2009, at 6:00 p.m.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned.
